Know

1. Chapter 63—Recycling is mandatory.  

Curbside recycling is offered to all single fam-

ily residents. There is a drop-off center at Ey-

ler Road park. 

2. Chapter 63— Yard waste shall not be placed in with 

weekly solid waste.  During the spring, summer 

and fall the Town will establish yard waste drop-

off dates. Check with the Town Office for dates and 

times. 

3. Chapter 63—The Town has bulk trash pick-up 4 times per 

year. Check with the Town Office for dates. 

4. Chapter 84—All grass and weeds must be 

kept mowed to a height less than 10 inches. 

5. Chapter 84—All sidewalks are to be cleared of 

snow/ice within 12 hours after snow/ice has 

ceased falling. 

6. Chapter 84—Untagged vehicles cannot be 

stored on property without being properly cov-

ered. 

7. Chapter 43—Owners/handlers must remove their dog 

and cats feces from the street or their 

property. 

8. Chapter 43—The owner or person 

who has possession of a dog or cat shall keep it on a leash or 

confined within a fence or barrier. 

   

9. Chapter 52—House Numbers must be 

displayed on the building as well as both 

sides of the mailbox, if at curbside.  If your 

property is accessible from the rear by a 

street, alley or common area, the address 

number must be displayed to the rear of your property. 

10. Chapter 85—Yard Sales, residents are 

permitted 4 yard sales at one location per 

calendar year.  No signs are to be posted on 

Town property, traffic control signs, street 

signs, poles, posts, buildings or other struc-

tures.  All signs are to be removed by 9:00 

P.M. the last day of the yard sale. 

11. Chapter 72ɂFirearms, The discharge of all types of 

firearms is prohibited within the Town 

Limits.  The discharge of air guns (B-B, 

paint ball, pellet, spring guns and rifles, slingshots) are pro-

hibited. 

12. Chapter 90ɂParks, Alcohol is not per-

mitted within every town park.
