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 On September 9, 2019 at approximately 7:00am, the Thurmont Police were alerted to a 
burglary at Thurmont Liquors on Tippin Drive.  Upon arrival, Thurmont Police found the front glass 
door of the liquor store shattered.  A cinder block was found inside and an undetermined number of 
merchandise was missing.  A surveillance photo of the suspect was provided by the owner.  Later in 
the day, a citizen assisted the police by identifying the suspect in the photo.  Thurmont Police located 
the suspect in the 300 Blk of West Main St., and identified him as:  William T. Carbaugh, age 40, of 
Thurmont.  Numerous bottles of merchandise were recovered.  Mr. Carbaugh was arrested and 
charged with: 2 cts of Breaking and Entering; Destruction of Property; and Theft-less $1,500.  Mr.
